Did You Know?? 
Classical skis have two distinct base sections - the tip and tail portion of the base are called the glide 
zones. The glide zones are completely smooth. The central portion of the ski is called the kick zone. 
The kick zone may have what is called a crown pattern, or fish scales milled into the base. As the skier 
steps forward, all their weight is on the kick zone and the crown pattern is pressed into the snow. This 
is how classical skiers propel themselves forward. As the skier glides, the crown pattern doesn©t touch 
the snow because the skier©s weight is spread over the smooth glide zones. 

Hmm, so that’s how it works.
